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I. statement

1. On February 15, 2012, Colorado Jitney, LLC, doing business as Colorado Jitney (Applicant) filed an application to extend the authority previously granted by this Commission under its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55785 to operate as a common carrier for hire.

2. On March 28, 2012, Green Mountain Ski Bus, Inc., doing business as, Front Range Ski Bus (Green Mountain) filed an entry of appearance and notice of intervention by right, or in the alternative, motion for permissive intervention in this matter.  

3. By Interim Order No. R12-0477-I issued May 4, 2012, Green Mountain’s intervention was granted.  The Interim Order also required both parties to obtain legal counsel or show cause why either party did not require legal counsel by the close of business by May 18, 2012.  The Interim Order further set a pre-hearing conference in this matter for May 23, 2012.
4. On May 18, 2012, Green Mountain filed a motion requesting the pre-hearing conference be delayed.  Green Mountain requests additional time due to the motion it submitted requesting that it be allowed to proceed without legal counsel in this matter.

5. Green Mountain was not required to file a motion to appear in this matter without legal representation.  Rather, as the language in Decision No. R12-0477-I provided, Green Mountain was required to either obtain legal counsel or to show cause as to why it did not require legal counsel as required by Commission Rule of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1201(b) and § 13-1-127, C.R.S.  To show cause, Green Mountain was merely required to show that it is a closely-held entity with three or less shareholders; that the amount in controversy does not exceed $10,000; and that evidence is provided that an officer of the closely-held entity is authorized to represent it in this matter.  

6. Green Mountain provided that information.  It need not be in the form of a motion.  As a result, its “Motion Showing Cause” is construed as a show cause pleading and is approved to the extent it provides sufficient information to allow Green Mountain to appear in this proceeding without an attorney.  Since no motion is required to show cause, Green Mountain’s request to vacate the pre-hearing conference is denied as moot.

7. On May 18, 2012, Applicant also filed a Motion to Vacate and Reschedule 
Pre-Hearing Conference.  Applicant states that it has obtained legal counsel, but that counsel was unable to enter an appearance by May 18, 2012 as required in Interim Order No. R12-0477-I and attend the pre-hearing conference on May 23, 2012 due to scheduling conflicts.

8. Good cause is found to grant Applicant’s motion to vacate the pre-hearing conference originally scheduled for May 23, 2012.  Response time to the motion will be waived as well.

9. Applicant’s legal counsel will be required to enter an appearance in this proceeding no later than May 29, 2012.

10. The pre-hearing conference in this matter will be re-scheduled for Thursday, June 7, 2012 at 10:00 a.m.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion of Colorado Jitney, LLC to Vacate and Reschedule Pre-Hearing Conference is granted.

2. The Motion of Green Mountain Ski Bus, Inc., doing business as Front Range Ski Bus (Green Mountain) to Delay Pre-Hearing Conference is denied as moot consistent with the discussion above.

3. Green Mountain has shown sufficient good cause to allow it to appear without an attorney in this matter.

4. Applicant, Colorado Jitney, LLC’s legal counsel shall file an appearance in this proceeding by the close of business on May 29, 2012.

5. The pre-hearing conference originally scheduled for May 23, 2012 is vacated.

6. Response time to Colorado Jitney, LLC’s Motion to Vacate and Reschedule 
Pre-Hearing Conference is waived.

7. The remainder of the directives in Interim Order No. R12-0477-I remain in effect.
