I. STATEMENT  
1. On March 27, 2012, the Commission served Civil Penalty Assessment Notice or Notice of Complaint (CPAN) No. 103147 on Hummers of Vail, Inc., doing business as Vail Taxi Service, ECO Limo of Vail, Vail Luxury Limo, Vans to Vail Valley (Hummers of Vail or Respondent).  That CPAN commenced Docket No. 12G-345EC.  

2. On March 27, 2012, the Commission served CPAN No. 103174 on Hummers of Vail.  That CPAN commenced Docket No. 12G-346EC.  

3. On March 27, 2012, the Commission served CPAN No. 103175 on Hummers of Vail.  That CPAN commenced Docket No. 12G-347EC.  

4. On March 27, 2012, the Commission served CPAN No. 103177 on Hummers of Vail.  That CPAN commenced Docket No. 12G-348EC.  

5. On March 27, 2012, the Commission served CPAN No. 103180 on Hummers of Vail.  That commenced Docket No. 12G-349EC.  

6. On April 17, 2012, counsel for testimonial (litigation) Staff of the Commission (Staff) entered her appearance in each of the five referenced proceedings.  In each filing, Staff counsel identified the litigation Staff and the advisory Staff.  

7. Staff and Hummers of Vail, collectively, are the Parties in each of the five referenced dockets.  

8. On May 2, 2012, by Minute Order entered in each docket, the Commission assigned Dockets No. 12G-345EC, No. 12G-346EC, No. 12G-347EC, No. 12G-348EC, and No. 12G-349EC to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

9. On May 7, 2012, by Decision No. R12-0488-I, the ALJ granted Staff’s Motion to Consolidate Dockets No. 12G-345EC, No. 12G-346EC, No. 12G-347EC, No. 12G-348EC, and No. 12G-349EC.  

10. On May 22, 2012, by Decision No. R12-0594-I, the ALJ permitted Respondent to appear in this consolidated proceeding without an attorney.  The Order informs Respondent of the standard to which its non-attorney representative will be held.  

11. On May 24, 2012, Staff filed an Amended Submission of Proposed Hearing Dates.  In that filing, Staff states that the Parties propose three hearing dates and that the Parties propose that the hearing be held in the afternoon.  

12. The ALJ will schedule the evidentiary hearing in this matter for June 29, 2012.  This is one of the dates proposed by the Parties.  

13. The ALJ will order the following procedural schedule:  (a) on or before June 4, 2012, Staff will file its list of witnesses in its direct case and complete copies of the exhibits it will offer in its direct case; (b) on or before June 15, 2012, Respondent will file its list of witnesses and complete copies of the exhibits it will offer (except documents to be used in 
cross-examination); and (c) on or before June 26, 2012, the Parties will file any settlement agreement or stipulation that they have reached.  

14. Each witness (except a witness called in rebuttal) must be identified on the list of witnesses that ¶ 13 (above) requires each party to file.  The following information must be provided for each listed witness:  (a) name of the witness; (b) address of the witness; 
(c) business telephone number or daytime telephone number of the witness; and (d) a summary of the testimony that the witness is expected to give.  

15. The Parties are advised, and are on notice, that no person will be permitted to testify on behalf of a party (except in rebuttal) unless the person is identified on the list of witnesses filed in accordance with this Order.  

16. Complete copies of all exhibits (except an exhibit offered in rebuttal or to be used in cross-examination) will be filed as required in ¶ 13 (above).  

17. The Parties are advised, and are on notice, that no document will be admitted into evidence (except in rebuttal or when used in cross-examination) unless that document is filed in accordance with this Order.  

18. Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405
 will govern discovery.   

19. The Parties are advised, and are on notice, that it is the responsibility of each party to have a sufficient number of copies of each document that it wishes to offer as an exhibit at the evidentiary hearing.  This means that, at the hearing, a party must have at least four copies of each document:  one to be marked and retained by the Commission as the hearing exhibit; one to be given to the opposing party; one to be given to the ALJ; and one to be retained by the party offering the exhibit.  The fact that exhibits are prefiled in accordance with this Order does not alter the requirement set out in this paragraph.  The Commission will not make copies of documents that are offered as exhibits.

A. It Is Ordered That:

3. No person shall testify on behalf of a party (except in rebuttal) unless the person is identified on the list of witnesses filed in accordance with this Order.  

4. No document shall be admitted into evidence (except in rebuttal or when used in cross-examination) unless that document is filed in accordance with this Order.  

5. Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405 shall govern discovery.  

6. The Parties shall be held to the advisements in this Order and in previous Orders issued in this docket.  

7. This Order is effective immediately.
