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I. statement

1. On February 15, 2012, Colorado Jitney, LLC, doing business as Colorado Jitney (Applicant) filed an application to extend the authority previously granted by this Commission under its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55785 to operate as a common carrier for hire (Application).

2. On March 28, 2012, Green Mountain Ski Bus, Inc., doing business as, Front Range Ski Bus (Green Mountain) filed an entry of appearance and notice of intervention by right, or in the alternative, motion for permissive intervention in this matter.  

3. By Interim Order No. R12-0477-I issued May 4, 2012, Green Mountain’s intervention was granted.  The Interim Order also required both parties to obtain legal counsel or show cause why either party did not require legal counsel by the close of business by May 18, 2012.  The Decision further set a pre-hearing conference in this matter for May 23, 2012.
4. Applicant and Green Mountain filed separate motions on May 18, 2012 to continue the pre-hearing conference.  By Interim Order No. R12-0570-I, issued May 24, 2012, those motions were granted.  In addition, Green Mountain’s request to appear without legal counsel was granted.  Applicant was required to have its legal counsel enter an appearance in this matter no later than May 29, 2012.  The pre-hearing conference was re-scheduled for June 7, 2012.

5. On May 29, 2012, legal counsel for Applicant fax-filed a pleading with the Commission which indicates it is counsel’s Entry of Appearance and Applicant’s Motion to Restrictively Amend Application and to Transfer Application to the Non-Contested Docket, and to Vacate the Pre-hearing Conference Set for June 7, 2012, and to Waive Response Time to this Motion (Motion).  

6. The Motion requests that the Application be restrictively amended by eliminating Part (I) from the authority sought.  Part (I) provides for: 

Transportation of 
passengers in sightseeing service 
between all points in the County of Denver, State of Colorado, on the one hand, and all points in Golden, Idaho Springs, Evergreen, and Red Rocks Park and Amphitheater, 18300 W. Alameda Parkway, Morrison, State of Colorado, on the other hand.
Applicant maintains that removal of this Part (I) to its proposed authority will eliminate any overlap of authority with Green Mountain and will render the remainder of the Application unopposed.

7. Applicant also requests that its Application be transferred to the Commission’s non-contested docket and that the pre-hearing conference scheduled for June 7, 2012 be vacated.  Applicant also requests that response time to the Motion be waived as time is of the essences given the upcoming Red Rocks concert schedule.

8. On May 31, 2012, Green Mountain filed a Motion to Dismiss the Application.  Green Mountain alleges that Applicant has failed to follow Commission directives set out in Interim Order No. R12-0477-I by failing to either show cause or obtain legal counsel by the May 18, 2012 deadline.  In addition, Green Mountain opposes Applicant’s request to waive response time to its Motion.  

9. After considering Applicant’s Motion and Green Mountain’s Motion to Dismiss Application and response to Applicant’s Motion, it is found that response time to Applicant’s Motion will be shortened to close of business on June 7, 2012.  As well, response time to Green Mountain’s Motion to Dismiss Application will be shortened to close of business on June 8, 2012.  As such, the pre-hearing conference scheduled for June 7, 2012 will be vacated.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion of Colorado Jitney, LLC to Vacate Pre-Hearing Conference is granted.

2. The Motion of Colorado Jitney, LLC to restrictively amend its Application by removing Part (I) from the authority sought is granted.

3. Response time to Colorado Jitney, LLC’s Motion to Restrictively Amend Application and to Transfer Application to the Non-Contested Docket is shortened to close of business on June 7, 2012.

4. Response time to Green Mountain Ski Bus Inc., doing business as, Front Range Ski Bus’s Motion to Dismiss Application is shortened to close of business on June 7, 2012.

5. The pre-hearing conference originally scheduled for June 7, 2012 is vacated.

6. This Order is effective immediately.
