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I. STATEMENT

1. Pursuant to Decision No. R12-0385-I, issued April 12, 2012, an evidentiary hearing was scheduled to convene in this Docket on July 10, 2012, continuing through July 12, 2012.

2. On May 30, 2012, the parties filed a Stipulation and Settlement Agreement together with an Unopposed Joint Motion to Vacate Procedural Dates and Waiver of Response Time as well as a Joint Motion for Approval of the proposed settlement. 

3. As the proposed settlement would resolve all issues in this Docket, further prehearing filings and a full evidentiary hearing are unnecessary.  Furthermore, based on the participation of all parties in the proposed settlement, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) finds that a waiver of the response time permitted under 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1400 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure is appropriate.

4. The ALJ will grant the Unopposed Joint Motion to Vacate Procedural Dates and Waiver of Response Time.  The ALJ will retain one day for hearing on any questions the Commission may have regarding the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement.

5. Accordingly, the ALJ will vacate the hearing dates of July 10 and July 11, 2012.  A hearing on the proposed settlement will remain on the calendar for July 12, 2012, at 9:00 a.m. in the Commission offices.

6. To the extent that the ALJ, in consultation with Advisory Staff, identifies any specific questions or concerns regarding the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement, these will be set forth in a subsequent Interim Order, issued in advance of July 12, 2012, so that the parties may be prepared to respond at the time of the hearing.
II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Joint Motion to Vacate Procedural Dates and Waiver of Response Time is granted consistent with the discussion herein above.  The evidentiary hearing previously scheduled to commence on July 10, 2012, is vacated.

2. A hearing on the Joint Motion for Approval of Stipulation and Settlement Agreement will be convened as follows:
