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I. STATEMENT 
1. On June 14, 2012, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) received an email communication from counsel for Applicant Union Telephone Company (Union) indicating that Union had reached a settlement in principle with the only other parties to this Docket, Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff) and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC).  Union, Staff, and the OCC (collectively, the Parties) are in the process of reducing this settlement agreement to writing after which it will be presented to the Commission for approval.

2. Counsel for Union requested that the ALJ vacate the evidentiary hearing previously scheduled to convene on June 18, 2012, to allow the Parties to concentrate their efforts on finalizing a written settlement.  On June 15, 2012, counsel for Staff and the OCC confirmed via separate emails to the ALJ that their respective clients did not oppose Union’s request.

3. The ALJ will treat Union’s email request as an Unopposed Motion to Vacate the Evidentiary Hearing (Unopposed Motion).  Because the hearing is scheduled to convene in only three days and counsel are involved with negotiating the terms of the proposed settlement, the ALJ deemed it unnecessary to file a formal motion.

4. All Parties to this Docket support the Unopposed Motion.  As such, the ALJ will waive the response time typically afforded under 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1400 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure.

5. For good cause shown and in the absence of any objection thereto, the ALJ will grant the Unopposed Motion.  
II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion to Vacate the Evidentiary Hearing (Unopposed Motion) is granted.  Response time on the Unopposed Motion is waived.      

2. The evidentiary hearing previously scheduled to convene on June 18, 2012, is vacated.
3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
