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I. Statement

1. Pursuant to Decision No. R12-0616-I, issued June 6, 2012, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) convened a prehearing conference on June 25, 2012, for the purpose of establishing a procedural schedule.  Petitioner County of Boulder appeared through its counsel, Ms. Leslie Lacy.  Petitioner the City of Boulder appeared through its counsel, Ms. Debra Kalish.  Petitioner the City and County of Denver appeared through its counsel, Mr. Charles Solomon.  Intervenor Public Service Company of Colorado appeared through its counsel, Ms. Geraldine Kim.  Intervenor the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel appeared through its counsel, Mr. Jacob Schlesinger.  

2. In response to the ALJ’s inquiry regarding the suitability of coordinating this Docket with Docket No. 12AL-250E, the parties unanimously asserted that they felt that the issues were sufficiently distinct that coordination was not warranted.  
3. Prior to the hearing, the parties discussed proposals regarding a procedural schedule, including dates for an evidentiary hearing.  The parties reached agreement on the following schedule which was acceptable to the ALJ and can be accommodated by the Commission.  

4. The schedule to be adopted in this Docket will be as follows (all dates in 2012):
a) Deadline for Petitioners to file and serve Direct testimony:  August 6.

b) Deadline for Intervenors to file and serve Answer testimony:  September 20;

c) Deadline to file and serve cross-answer and rebuttal testimony:  October 11;

d) Deadline for prehearing motions:  October 19;

e) Evidentiary hearing:  November 1; and

f) Last day to file written statements of position:  November 15.

5. In addition, the parties stipulated to modify the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure to make discovery responses due ten business days after service of the request, except as noted below.  Discovery cut-off dates were also stipulated as follows:

a) Last day to propound discovery on Direct testimony:  September 20;

b) Last day to propound discovery on Answer testimony:  October 11;

c) Deadline to propound discovery on Rebuttal/Cross-Answer testimony:  October 23;

d) Responses to discovery propounded as permitted by subparagraph 5(c), above will be due seven days after service.
