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I. STATEMENT

1. Eyasu M. Beshe (Applicant) initiated the captioned proceeding on May 9, 2012, by filing an application seeking authority to operate as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission).  The application was accompanied by a letter of support from the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing.
2. On May 21, 2012, the Commission provided public notice of the application by publishing a summary of the same in its Notice of Applications Filed.
3. On June 20, 2012, Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Boulder Yellow Cab (Colorado Cab) filed its Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention by Right through counsel.  Colorado Cab included copies of its relevant Commission authorities (identified as Certificates No. 150 and No. 191).

4. On June 27, 2012, the Commission deemed the application complete and referred it to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.

5. For good cause shown and in the absence of any objection from Applicant, Colorado Cab will be granted intervenor status in this matter.

6. Since the application is contested it is appropriate to set it for hearing.  With regard to scheduling, the ALJ directs the parties to confer and advise the ALJ no later than July 23, 2012, of a mutually-acceptable date and time for an evidentiary hearing to be held at the Commission offices on one of the following dates:  September 10, 11, 13, or 14, 2012.  Any party who does not so participate in this meet and confer process will be deemed to have waived objections to the hearing going forward on one of the specified dates.
7. Applicant has not filed a disclosure of witnesses and exhibits as mandated by 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1405(e) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure.  Applicant shall file his disclosure of witnesses and exhibits on or before July 27, 2012.  Colorado Cab shall file its disclosure of witnesses and exhibits on or before August 13, 2012.

8. Parties are advised that no witness will be permitted to testify, except in rebuttal, unless that witness is identified on a list of witnesses filed and served in accordance with the procedural schedule.  Parties are advised further that no exhibit will be received in evidence, except in rebuttal, unless filed and served in accordance with the procedural schedule.

9. All parties are advised that this proceeding is governed by the Rules of Practice and Procedure found at 4 CCR 723-1, Part 1.  The ALJ expects the parties to comply with these rules.  The rules are available on the Commission’s website (www.dora.state.co.us/puc) and in hard copy from the Commission.

10. Each party is specifically reminded that all filings with the Commission must also be served on all other parties in accordance with Rule 1205 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Boulder Yellow Cab is granted intervenor status in this proceeding.

2. The parties shall confer and contact the undersigned Administrative Law Judge on or before July 23, 2012, to communicate their preferred date for hearing in this matter as described in Section I, Paragraph No. 6.

3. A hearing will be scheduled by subsequent order with the venue set at the Commission offices in Denver, Colorado.

4. Applicant Eyasu M. Beshe shall file his disclosure of witnesses and exhibits on or before July 27, 2012.

5. Intervenor Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Boulder Yellow Cab shall file its disclosure of witnesses and exhibits on or before August 13, 2012. 

6. This Order shall be effective immediately.
