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I. STATEMENT 
1. As noted in Decision No, R12-0651-I issued on June 15, 2012, counsel for Applicant Union Telephone Company (Applicant), and Intervenors Trial Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) (collectively, the parties) informed the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) that a settlement had been reached resolving all issues raised by the parties.
2. As of the date of this order, no written settlement proposal has been submitted for Commission approval.  Counsel for Applicant has informed the ALJ that a filing is imminent.
3. The ALJ has consulted with counsel for the parties and determined that scheduling conflicts affecting late July and the first part of August dictate that an evidentiary hearing be scheduled now in anticipation of the settlement being filed.  A hearing on the proposed settlement will be convened in the Commission offices on July 19, 2012, at 1:30 p.m.

4. Advisory Staff of the Commission and the ALJ require time in advance of the hearing to review the terms and conditions of any proposed settlement.  Accordingly, the parties must file a completed stipulation and settlement agreement no later than noon on Friday, July 13, 2012.  If no filing is made by that deadline, the ALJ will vacate the hearing date.  The parties are advised that the next available opportunity for hearing on a proposed settlement will be the week of August 20, 2012.
5. The ALJ will permit counsel and/or witnesses to appear telephonically at the hearing on the condition that counsel advise the ALJ in advance who will be appearing by telephone and that counsel ensure that every person appearing telephonically has ready access to all documents being presented as part of the proposed settlement.
