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I. statement

1. On April 13, 2012, NAS Transit, LLC (Applicant) filed an application to operate as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire to transport recipients of Medicaid, in 
non-emergency medical transportation services in the Denver metro area (Application).

2. On April 23, 2012, the Commission issued notice of the Application as follows:

For authority to operate as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 
passengers 
between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Jefferson, Larimer, and Weld, State of Colorado.

RESTRICTIONS:  his application is restricted:

(A)
to the transportation of passenger who are recipients of Medicaid;

(B)
to providing Non-Emergency Medical Transportation (NEMT) services for the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing, 1570 Grant Street, Denver, Colorado;

(C)
against the transportation of passengers to or from Denver International Airport, Denver, Colorado; and

(D)
against the transportation of passengers to or from hotels and motels.
3. On May 30 2012, the Commission, at its regular weekly meeting, deemed the application complete and referred the matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  The matter was subsequently assigned to the undersigned ALJ.

4. By Interim Order No. R12-0644-I, issued June 14, 2012, the interventions of Kids Wheels, LLC (Kids Wheels) and Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab, Boulder Yellow Cab and Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc., doing business as Yellow Cab of Northern Colorado and/or Yellow Cab NOCO (collectively, Colorado Cab) were granted.

5. Interim Order No. R12-0644-I also scheduled a pre-hearing conference in this matter for July 12, 2012.  At the scheduled date and time, the pre-hearing conference was convened.  Appearances were entered by Applicant and Colorado Cab.  Kids Wheels did not appear.
6. During the discussions at the pre-hearing conference, Applicant was questioned as to its request to appear pro se or without an attorney.  Legal counsel for Colorado Cab stated that it had no objection to Applicant’s request to have its principal, Mr. Osama Hassan, represent the Applicant during the course of these proceedings.  As a result, the ALJ determined that it was appropriate to grant Applicant’s request to appear pro se and permit Mr. Hassan to represent Applicant throughout these proceedings.

7. Interim Order No. R12-0644-I also vacated the procedural schedule in this matter.  During the pre-hearing conference, the parties agreed to a procedural schedule as follows:

Applicant’s Initial Witness and Exhibit List due date
August 3, 2012

Intervenors’ Witness and Exhibit List due date
August 24, 2012

Evidentiary Hearing on Application
September 19, 2012

8. The ALJ will adopt the proposed procedural schedule.  In addition, the deadline to file any motions prior to hearing, including a motion to approve a settlement agreement will be September 5, 2012.

9. The undersigned ALJ also reminds Applicant that as a pro se party, he has the responsibility to familiarize himself with the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1000, et seq.  Applicant shall also comply with all service requirements by ensuring that intervenors are served with all filings made in this matter according to the Commission’s Rules.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. An evidentiary hearing is scheduled in this matter as follows:
