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I. STATEMENT

1. On January 31, 2012, Applicant Black Hill/Colorado Electric Utility Company, L.P., doing business as Black Hills Energy filed an application (Application) for Commission approval of its electric demand side management (DSM) plan for program years 2012 to 2013, 2014, and 2015, for approval of a pre-pay metering pilot program, and for approval of updates to its electric DSM cost adjustment rider and an increase in the electric DSM cost adjustment rider.  The Application was supported by the pre-filed testimony and exhibits of witnesses Charles Gray, Robert Obeiter, and Matt Daunis.

2. On March 15, 2012, the Application was deemed complete by minute order of the Commission and referred to the undersigned administrative law judge (ALJ) for disposition.

3. Pursuant to § 40-6-109.5(1), C.R.S., a Commission decision is due in this Docket within 120 days of March 15, 2012.  That deadline falls on the date of this Order.

4. On July 12, 2012, the ALJ convened a hearing on a settlement proposal submitted by the parties on May 30, 2012.  The ALJ finds that the proposed settlement presents issues that will require additional time to consider and decide.

5. Accordingly, the ALJ finds that good cause exists to extend the time for a Commission decision in this Docket by 90 days as permitted by § 40-6-109.5(1), C.R.S.
II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Pursuant to § 40-6-109.5(1), C.R.S., the deadline for issuing a Commission decision in this Docket is extended by 90 days.

2. This Order is effective immediately.
