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I. statement  

1. On April 20, 2012, Public Medicare Transportation (Applicant) filed its Application to Operate as a Contract Carrier of Passengers by Motor Vehicle for Hire or to Extend Current Authority.  The matter was referred to an Administrative Law Judge for resolution by minute entry during the Commission’s Weekly Meeting held May 30, 2012.  

2. Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab, Boulder Yellow Cab, and Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc, doing business as Yellow Cab of Northern Colorado and/or Yellow Cab NOCO timely filed an intervention by right.

3. The attempted intervention of Kids Wheels LLC was stricken by Decision No. R12-0727 issued June 28, 2012  

4. By Decision No. R12-0633-I, issued June 8, 2012, a hearing was scheduled and a procedural schedule was established for this proceeding. 
5. On June 22, 2012, Applicant filed its Motion for Extension of Time to Comply with Interim Order Establishing Procedural Schedule.  Due to a family emergency, an extension to July 2, 2012 was requested to comply with the procedural schedule ordered in this matter.  No response to the motion was filed.  Based upon good cause shown for the unopposed request, it will be granted.

6. On July 3, 2012, the Motion to Accept (Amended) Disclosures was filed by Applicant.  Due to oversight of counsel, disclosures were not timely filed.  Applicant requests that they be accepted when filed, one day late.  No response to the motion was filed.  Based upon good cause shown for the unopposed request, it will be granted.

II. ORDER  

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Motion for Extension of Time to Comply with Interim Order Establishing Procedural Schedule filed on June 22, 2012 by Public Medicare Transportation (Applicant) is granted.  

2. The Motion to Accept (Amended) Disclosures filed by Applicant on July 3, 2012 is granted.  Applicant’s disclosures are accepted as timely filed.
