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I. STATEMENT  
1. On July 1, 2011, Wiggins Telephone Association (Wiggins or Petitioner) filed its Petition for High Cost Support Mechanism Funding (Petition).  By the Petition Wiggins requests authorization to obtain initial funding from the Colorado High Cost Support Mechanism.  That filing commenced this docket.  
2. The Commission gave public notice of the Petition on July 8, 2011.  
3. The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) and Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff) each intervened by right in this proceeding.  

4. OCC and Staff, collectively, are the Intervenors.  Petitioner and Intervenors, collectively, are the Parties.  

5. On August 17, 2011, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

6. The procedural history of this docket is set out in previous Orders.  

7. As pertinent here, on May 9, 2012 by Decision No. R12-0501-I, the ALJ established a procedural schedule in this matter.  Pursuant to that procedural schedule, the Parties are to file, no later than July 24, 2012, their statements of position and are to file, no later than July 31, 2012, their responses to statements of position.  

8. On July 13, 2012, Petitioner filed a Motion for Extension of Time to File Closing Statements of Position (Motion).  In that filing, Petitioner states the bases for the Motion; requests that the current filing dates be changed to August 15, 2012 for statements of position and to August 22, 2012 for responses; and represents that the Intervenors do not object to the granting of the Motion.  

9. As no party objects to the granting of the Motion, no party will be prejudiced if response time to the Motion is waived.  In light of the nature of the Motion and the absence of prejudice to any party, the ALJ will waive response time.  

10. The Motion states good cause and is not opposed.  The requested three-week extension of time is reasonable, and granting the Motion will not prejudice any party.  
The ALJ will grant the Motion and will modify the procedural schedule as follows:  (a) statements of position will be due on or before August 15, 2012; and (b) responses to statements of position will be due on or before August 22, 2012.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Motion for Extension of Time to File Closing Statements of Position is granted.  

2. The procedural schedule adopted in Decision No. R12-0501-I is modified as follows:  (a) on or before August 15, 2012, each party shall file its post-hearing statement of position; and (b) on or before August 22, 2012, each party shall file its response to post-hearing statements of position.  

3. Response time to the Motion for Extension of Time to File Closing Statements of Position is waived.  

4. The Parties shall be held to the advisements in the Orders entered in this Docket.  
5. This Order is effective immediately.
