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I. statement

1. This proceeding was commenced on May 15, 2012, with the filing of a verified application by Budget Prepay, Inc., doing business as Budget Phone, Inc. (Budget) with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission).  It seeks limited Commission designation of Budget as a Non-rural Eligible Telecommunications Carrier in the State of Colorado.  The filing was accompanied by supporting exhibits, but not written testimony.
2. The Commission gave notice of the application on May 16, 2012.
3. A timely Notice of Intervention as of Right, Entry of Appearance, and Request for Hearing was filed in this matter by Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff) on June 1, 2012.

4. A timely Notice of Intervention by Right, Entry of Appearance, and Request for Hearing was filed in this matter by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) on June 14, 2012.

5. On June 15, 2012, a Notice or Intervention as of Right, or Request for Permissive Intervention was filed by counsel for the Adams County E-911 Emergency Telephone Service Authority, the Arapahoe County E-911 Emergency Communications Service Authority, and the Jefferson County Emergency Communications Authority (collectively, the Emergency Authorities).
6. In a minute entry dated June 20, 2012, the Commission deemed the application complete and referred it to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.
7. The interventions by right of Staff and the OCC, respectively, are acknowledged.

8. For good cause shown and in the absence of any objection thereto, the interventions of the Emergency Authorities are granted.
9. As this matter is contested, it will be set for hearing.  Additionally, a procedural schedule will be established for filing of written testimony, exchange of proposed exhibits, and service of any prehearing motions.
10. The undersigned ALJ directs counsel for the parties to confer and propose a mutually-acceptable prehearing schedule and date for the evidentiary hearing.  The proposal shall be communicated to the Commission no later than August 6, 2012.  If the proposal is satisfactory, it will be confirmed in a subsequent Interim Order.

11. Based on the date on which the application was deemed complete, post-hearing statements of position in this matter will need to be filed on or before October 18, 2012.  
If no written statements of position are to be filed after the hearing, then the hearing can occur as late as October 18, 2012.  The ALJ advises that he is available for hearing on October 12, 15, 16, 17, and 18, 2012.  If an earlier hearing date is requested, the parties should consult with the ALJ.

12. In the event that Budget agrees to waive the deadline imposed pursuant to 
§ 40-6-109.5(2), C.R.S., then the date for hearing can be pushed back to a later date.

13. If the parties do not present a stipulated procedural schedule, then the ALJ will issue one by subsequent order.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The parties shall confer and advise the Commission of a proposed procedural schedule no later than August 6, 2012, consistent with the discussion herein above.  
2. The Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) will review the proposed schedule and issue an Interim Order that adopts or modifies the proposal as necessary.  If no procedural schedule is proposed, then the ALJ will promulgate a schedule taking into account the statutory deadline referenced above.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
