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I. statement

1. On April 16, 2012, Woldeyesus Demssia, doing business as Colorado Shuttle (Applicant) filed an application for a certificate of public convenience and necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire.(Application).

2. On April 19, 2012, Commission Transportation Staff sent Applicant a deficiency letter which requested additional information from Applicant in order to properly analyze the Application.

3. On April 23, 2012, the Commission issued notice of the Application as follows:

For authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 

passengers in call-and-demand limousine service 

between all points in the City and County of Denver, State of Colorado.

4. On April 27, 2012, Applicant filed a confidential supplemental filing which provided the information requested by Commission Transportation Staff.

5. The Application was deemed complete by the Commission at its May 30, 2012 regular weekly meeting.

6. Intervenors in this matter include 1st ABC Transportation, Inc. (ABC) and SuperShuttle Denver International, LLC and Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab (collectively, Colorado Cab). 

7. On June 14, 2012, Interim Order No. R12-0646-I was issued which set this matter for a pre-hearing conference on July 12, 2012, vacated the procedural schedule, and required ABC to obtain legal counsel or show cause why legal counsel was not necessary.  

8. At the scheduled date and time, the pre-hearing conference was convened.  Appearances were entered by Applicant and legal counsel for Colorado Cab and ABC.  
It is noted that there was some confusion regarding Applicant’s status and his need for legal counsel in this matter.  To clarify, since Applicant is a sole proprietorship, it is not a requirement that he be represented by legal counsel in this matter.  He may represent his own interests.  
As a result, although Applicant was advised and indicated at the pre-hearing conference that he would obtain legal counsel, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) emphasizes that should Applicant determine that he wishes to represent himself, he does not need to obtain legal counsel.  It is hoped that this will clear up any confusion on the matter.

9. Further, since a procedural schedule was not determined at the pre-hearing conference, the parties will be required to confer either in person or by telephone to determine a procedural schedule in this matter that provides for the filing of witness and exhibit lists, a date for an evidentiary hearing, and a Recommended Decision to be issued no later than October 26, 2012.  The parties are to then file a motion no later than July 30, 2012 to adopt the agreed to procedural schedule.  

10. The ALJ is also concerned about Applicant’s ability to speak and understand English.  It is recommended that Applicant use an interpreter that is fluent in Applicant’s native language as well as English to ensure Applicant fully understands and can effectively participate in this proceeding.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. It is clarified that Mr. Woldeyesus Demssia, doing business as Colorado Shuttle is not required to retain legal counsel in this matter consistent with the discussion above.
2. The parties shall confer among themselves to propose a procedural schedule including dates for the filing of witness and exhibit lists, and an evidentiary hearing that allows for a Recommended Decision no later than October 26, 2012. 
3. A motion to adopt procedural schedule shall be filed no later than July 30, 2012 with a proposed l schedule agreeable to all parties to this proceeding.

4. This Order is effective immediately.
