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I. statement
1. This matter comes before the Hearing Commissioner, James K. Tarpey, for consideration of a Motion to Accept a Late-Filed 10-Year Transmission Plan Narrative Summary (Motion) filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) on July 10, 2012.

2. By way of background, Public Service; Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company; and Tri-State Generation and Transmission Association, Inc. filed a joint Ten-Year Transmission Plan (Plan) on February 1, 2012.

3. By Decision No. C12-0199, mailed February 27, 2012, the Commission invited interested parties to file written comments on the Plan by March 26, 2012. That decision also directed the utilities to file responses by April 20, 2012. 
4. By Decision No. C12-0199, the Commission scheduled a workshop to discuss the Plan for May 17, 2012.  During this workshop, the utilities agreed to provide, through a supplemental filing, a Narrative Summary providing an overview of each individual company’s components of the Plan in order to clarify and to expand upon some of the key information.
5. By Decision No. C12-0791-I, issued July 13, 2012, the Commission granted Public Service additional time to file its Narrative Summary with a deadline of July 9, 2012. However, Public Service filed its Narrative Summary on July 10, 2012.

6. In its Motion, Public Service explains that it had inadvertently filed its Notice of Filing of its transmission plan summary twice and had failed to file its summary.  Given the filing delay, Public Service decided to revise one aspect of their summary to make it easier for the reader to coordinate the viewing of text and maps.

7. The Motion is granted for good cause shown.  Public Service’s Narrative Summary was filed only one day late, causing no prejudice to any interested party in this matter.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:
1. The Motion to Accept a Late-Filed 10-Year Transmission Plan Narrative Summary filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on July 10, 2012 is granted, consistent with the discussion above.
2. This Order is effective immediately.
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
