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I. statement

1. In Decision No. R12-0710-I, issued on July 6, 2012, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) proposed dates during the week of September 17, 2012, for an evidentiary hearing in Gunnison, Colorado.  The ALJ directed the parties to confer among themselves and propose a mutually-agreeable date by or before July 23, 2012.  The parties were admonished that failure to take part in the meet and confer process would constitute a waiver of any objection to the hearing going forward on one of the offered dates.

2. On July 19, 2012, counsel for Intervenor AEX, Inc., doing business as Alpine Express (AEX) filed a limited Entry of Appearance and request that alternate hearing dates be selected by virtue of counsel’s unavailability during the week of September 17, 2012.  


Counsel for AEX also requested that a prehearing conference be scheduled to resolve the matter of setting a hearing date.  This filing makes no mention of any effort on the part of counsel to discuss this scheduling conflict with the other parties.

3. Pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations, 723-1-1400 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, a party is afforded 14 days to respond to a motion or a request such as that filed by counsel for AEX unless the Commission determines otherwise.  Counsel has requested that the Commission expedite its handling of this request as other procedural deadlines established in the Docket are approaching.

4. Good cause appearing therefor, the ALJ will shorten response time on the requests of AEX.  Responses from other parties in this Docket to the filing of July 19, 2012, will be due on or before July 27, 2012.

5. The ALJ has also sent email correspondence to Ms. Alison Fuchs on behalf of Applicant Crested Butte Bike Shuttle and counsel for AEX requesting that the parties
 participate in the meet and confer process contemplated by Decision No. R12-0710-I.  The ALJ proposed alternate hearing dates in the hopes that a mutually-agreeable resolution could be reached in lieu of holding a prehearing conference.

6. As there is no indication that the parties complied with the directive of Decision No. R12-0710-I to meet and confer regarding the scheduling of a hearing, they will be required to do so and advise the ALJ no later than noon on July 30, 2012, of the results.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the Request of Intervenor AEX, Inc., doing business as Alpine Express to Select Alternate Dates for Hearing and Request to Schedule Prehearing Conference is shortened to July 27, 2012.

2. The Parties shall confer as directed in Decision No. R12-0710-I in an attempt to reach consensus on alternate hearing dates.  The parties shall advise the Administrative Law Judge by noon on July 30, 2012, of the results of their conference.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
