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I. statement

1. On April 27, 2012, S J Transportation, LLC (Applicant) filed an application to extend its current Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9947 to include transportation services for Medicaid recipients and to provide non-emergent medical transportation in Larimer and Weld Counties Colorado.

2. On June 6, 2012, Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc., doing business as Yellow Cab of Northern Colorado and/or Yellow Cab NOCO (Shamrock Taxi) filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention by Right, Alternative Motion for Permissive Intervention, and Opposition to Application.  

3. By Interim Order No. R12-0665-I, issued June 18, 2012, the procedural schedule in this proceeding was vacated and a pre-hearing conference was set for July 25, 2012.  In addition, that Interim Order required Applicant to obtain legal counsel or to show cause why legal counsel was not necessary no later than July 13, 2012, pursuant to § 13-1-127, C.R.S., and Commission Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1201(a), Rules of Practice and Procedure.

4. At the scheduled date and time, the pre-hearing conference was convened.  Appearances were entered by Applicant and by legal counsel for Shamrock Taxi.

5. It was noted that Applicant had failed to comply with Interim Order 
No. R12-0665-I by not having an attorney enter an appearance on Applicant’s behalf or showing cause why an attorney was not necessary by July 13, 2012.  

6. At the pre-hearing conference, Applicant initially indicated she wished to represent herself in this matter; however, she later requested a stay of the proceedings so she could obtain legal counsel.  The ALJ granted her request and as a result, this matter will be stayed until August 15, 2012 to allow Applicant sufficient time to obtain legal counsel.  

7. Legal counsel retained by Applicant will have until August 15, 2012 to enter an appearance in this matter.  Should Applicant determine that she wishes to represent the interests of S J Transportation, she must file a notice with the Commission indicating her intent.

8. Legal counsel for Applicant or Applicant will be required to confer with Shamrock Taxi legal counsel and submit a proposed procedural schedule no later than August 17, 2012.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. This proceeding is stayed until August 15, 2012 to allow S J Transportation, LLC (Applicant) an opportunity to obtain legal counsel.

2. If Applicant obtains legal counsel, an appearance of counsel must be entered by the close of business on August 15, 2012.

3. Should Applicant determine to represent the interests of the company, she shall file a notice with the Commission indicating that intent by close of business on August 15, 2012.

4. Applicant or its legal counsel shall confer with Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc., doing business as Yellow Cab of Northern Colorado and/or Yellow Cab NOCO’s legal counsel and submit a proposed procedural schedule in this matter no later than August 17, 2012.  The proposed schedule shall include dates for the filing of witness and exhibit lists and a date for an evidentiary hearing no less than 90 days prior to the statutory deadline for the Commission to issue a final Decision in this matter or January 11, 2013.

5. This Order is effective immediately.
