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I. STATEMENT, discussion, and conclusion  
1. On May 21, 2012, IDT America Corp. (IDT) filed Advice Letter No. 3 to Colorado PUC Tariff No. 2.  Appended to that filing were proposed tariff changes with a proposed effective date of July 1, 2012.  

2. On June 29, 2012, by Decision No. C12-0738,
 the Commission established a 
30-day intervention period.  In addition, by that Order, the Commission set the proposed tariffs for hearing by referring this docket to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for hearing.  


This suspended the effective date of the proposed tariffs for 120 days from the proposed effective date (that is, to and including October 29, 2012).  By this Decision, the ALJ will suspend permanently the effective date of those proposed tariffs.  

3. On July 18, 2012, IDT filed its First Amended Advice Letter No 3.  Appended to that filing were proposed tariff changes with a proposed effective date of August 2, 2012.  By this Decision, the ALJ will suspend permanently the effective date of those proposed tariffs.  

4. On July 24, 2012, IDT filed its Second Amended Advice Letter No. 3.  Appended to that filing are proposed tariff changes with a proposed effective date of August 10, 2012.  IDT stated that "this filing is a complete substitution of the filing that was made on May 21, 2012."  Second Amended Advice Letter No. 3 at 1.  

5. The intervention period has expired.  Review of the Commission file in this matter reveals that, as of the date of this Decision, no person has filed an intervention of right and no person has sought to intervene by permission.  In addition, review of the Commission file in this matter reveals that, as of the date of this Decision, no person has filed a motion for leave to intervene out-of-time.  
6. On April 20, 2012, by Decision No. C12-0420,
 inter alia, the Commission directed Competitive Local Exchange Carriers (CLECs) to file, no later than May 18, 2012, advice letters with proposed switched access tariffs; the proposed effective date of the proposed tariffs was to be July 1, 2012.  As discussed in Decision No. C12-0420, the purpose of the required advice letters and tariff filings was to begin the Federal Communications Commission (FCC)-mandated multi-year transition for terminating rates for end office switching, certain transport, and reciprocal compensation.  

7. IDT is a CLEC and made its original Advice Letter filing as required by Decision No. C12-0420.  At the time it filed the original Advice Letter filing, IDT filed a worksheet showing the calculation of the IDT's proposed Colorado tariff rate for switched access service and a copy of IDT's FCC tariff rates for switched access service.  By Decision No. C12-0420, the Commission required a CLEC to file these data with the required advice letter filing.
  

8. The ALJ will not set for hearing the proposed and amended tariff sheets attached to the Second Amended Advice Letter No. 3 to Colorado PUC Tariff No. 2, which was filed on July 24, 2012.  The effect is that the August 10, 2012 effective date will not be suspended.  

9. By this Decision, the ALJ will close this docket.  
10. Pursuant to § 40-6-109(2), C.R.S., the Administrative Law Judge recommends that the Commission enter the following order.  

II. ORDER  
A. The Commission Orders That:  
1. The effective date of the proposed tariff sheets filed with, and attached to, Advice Letter No. 3 to IDT America Corp.'s Colorado PUC Tariff No. 2, which Advice Letter was filed on May 21, 2012, is suspended permanently.  

2. The effective date of the proposed tariff sheets filed with, and attached to, the First Amended Advice Letter No. 3 to IDT America Corp.'s Colorado PUC Tariff No. 2, which First Amended Advice Letter was filed on July 18, 2012, is suspended permanently.  
3. The proposed tariff sheets filed with, and attached to, the Second Amended Advice Letter No. 3 to IDT America Corp.'s Colorado PUC Tariff No. 2, which Second Amended Advice Letter was filed on July 24, 2012, will not be set for hearing and, thus, the effective date will not be suspended.  
4. Docket No. 12AL-555T is closed.  

5. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

6. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.  

If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.  
If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
