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I. STATEMENT

1. On June 9, 2012, Trial Staff (Staff) of the Commission served Respondent All Star Airport Express, LLC (Respondent) with Civil Penalty Assessment Notice (CPAN) No. 103280 arising out of one alleged violation of Commission Rule 6102(a)(I)
 (failure to require driver to make record of duty status) and one alleged violation of Rule 6105(c) (permitting a driver to drive who has not submitted fingerprints within ten days of being employed to drive).  4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-6, Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle.
2. Pursuant to 4 CCR 723-6-6017(m) and as described in the CPAN, Respondent was permitted to pay 50 percent of the civil penalty within ten days of being served with the CPAN and have that reduced payment be accepted as “payment in full.”  As of the date of this Order, Commission records do not indicate that Respondent has paid the reduced amount.
3. On June 27, 2012, counsel for Staff entered his appearance.

4. On July 11, 2012, was referred to the undersigned administrative law judge (ALJ) by minute entry of the Commission.

5. It is appropriate to schedule this matter for hearing.  On July 24, 2012, the ALJ requested that counsel for Staff ascertain the availability of the parties for hearing during the week of September 10, 2012.  On August 6, 2012, counsel informed the ALJ that he had been in contact with an attorney representing Respondent but did not communicate the parties’ availability for hearing.  

6. As of the date of this Interim Order, the Docket does not reflect an entry of appearance by any counsel representing Respondent.

7. The hearing will be scheduled on September 11, 2012, in the Commission Offices.
8. Any prehearing motions shall be filed and served no later than one week prior to the hearing date.  

9. Any party wishing to make an oral closing statement may do so immediately following the close of the evidence (i.e., after presentation of evidence near the end of the hearing).

10. All parties are advised that this proceeding is governed by the Rules of Practice and Procedure found at 4 CCR 723-1, Part 1.  The ALJ expects the parties to comply with these rules.  The rules are available on the Commission’s website (www.dora.state.co.us/puc) and in hard copy from the Commission.

11. Each party is specifically reminded that all filings with the Commission must also be served on all other parties in accordance with Rule 1205 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.
