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I. statement

1. On May 24, 2012, YMax Communications Corp. (YMax) filed Advice Letter No. 17 to Colorado Tariff No. 2 (Advice Letter).  The proposed effective date of the tariff is July 1, 2012.  Subsequently, YMax filed its First Amended Advice Letter No. 17 on June 14, 2012.
2. Commission Staff, as well as AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc. and TCG Colorado (collectively, AT&T) intervened in this matter

3. On August 10, 2012, AT&T filed a Motion for Admission Pro Hac Vice of Elizabeth Ferrell to practice before the Commission as legal counsel in this docket and for purposes of this docket only.  The Motion indicates that Ms. Ferrell is an attorney for AT&T and is a member in good standing of the Bar of the State of Texas.  It is anticipated that Ms. Ferrell will represent AT&T as legal counsel in this docket and will be associated with Ms. Deborah S. Waldbaum of AT&T in Colorado who is in good standing of the Bar of Colorado.
4. A supplemental filing on August 14, 2012 further indicates that Ms. Ferrell has complied with all the requirements set forth in Colorado Rules of Civil Procedure 220 and 221.1, including her required affidavit attached to the Motion and a $250 filing fee.  In addition, Exhibit No. 2 attached to the supplemental filing indicates that the Colorado Supreme Court has approved Ms. Ferrell’s pro hac vice application to practice in Colorado to represent AT&T in this proceeding.
5. The undersigned Administrative law Judge finds good cause to grant the Motion.  Ms. Elizabeth Ferrell is admitted to practice before the Commission as legal counsel in this docket and for purposes of this docket only.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion of AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc. and TCG Colorado for Admission Pro Hac Vice of Elizabeth Ferrell is granted.
