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I. STATEMENT

1. On May 24, 2012, the Union Pacific Railroad Company (Union Pacific) filed the above-captioned application. 

2. By Decision No. R12-0867-I, a prehearing conference was schedule in this matter.  At the scheduled time and place, all parties appeared and participated through counsel.

3. This proceeding was scheduled for prehearing conference along with five other pending proceedings within the same rail corridor to consider scheduling matters and potential consolidation.  All parties commented on the appropriateness of consolidating some or all of the proceedings.  Union Pacific also sought to stay all of the pending proceedings for which a prehearing conference was held so that they might later be consolidated with applications anticipated to be filed by the Regional Transportation District (RTD) for adjacent crossings.

4. In order to accommodate the proposed stay, Union Pacific waived the applicable statutory period in the proceedings for which a waiver was not previously filed.

5. In light of the fact that Union Pacific is prosecuting the within applications, and RTD will be filing applications to modify adjacent crossings, the proposal appears reasonable at this time to address the crossings at each street together. 

6. The proceedings will be stayed pending further order.  Any party may request further proceedings.  The undersigned will monitor the proceeding as well.  Consolidation of proceedings may be addressed by separate order. 

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. This proceeding is stayed pending further orders.

2. This Order is effective immediately.
