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I. statement

1. On August 10, 2012, the following parties filed and served Motions to Amend Application and Stipulations for Conditional Withdrawal:  Applicant the High Road (Applicant); Colorado Coach Transportation, LLC; Hy-Mountain Transportation, Inc.; Colorado Springs Shuttle, LLC; and Mercy Medical Transportation Services, LLC.

2. On August 15, 2012, Applicant and Intervenor Tazco, Inc., doing business as Sunshine Taxi filed and served a Stipulated Motion to Restrictively Amend the Application and for Conditional Withdrawal of Intervention.  This filing also included a request for waiver of Response time to the subject Stipulated Motion.

3. Pursuant to Commission Rule 1400, a party is typically afforded 14 days within which to file a response to any motion unless the Commission for good cause extends or shortens the response time.  4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1400.

4. The undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) has reviewed the filings described above and concluded that they do not present complex issues of fact or law.  The ALJ also finds that with a hearing set in this matter on October 2, 2012, a shorter response time will permit the parties affected by the filings to avoid further involvement in the litigation of this Docket if the subject motions are granted.

5. Accordingly, the ALJ finds good cause to shorten the response time on the pending settlement motions listed above.  Any response(s) to these motions will be due on or before 4:30 p.m. on Monday, August 20, 2012.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time on the pending motions filed on August 10, 2012, and August 15, 2012, respectively, is shortened to August 20, 2012, at 4:30 p.m.
