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I. Statement

1. On August 13, 2012, intervenors Public Service Company of Colorado and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel filed a Joint Motion to Grant Amended Petition, Vacate Hearing, and Clarify No Civil Penalties (Joint Motion).

2. On August 20, 2012, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) convened a telephone conference with counsel for all of the parties regarding the pending Joint Motion and its impact on the status of the Docket.

3. During the telephone conference, counsel for petitioners the County of Boulder, the City and County of Denver, and the City of Boulder (collectively, Petitioners) all stated that they had been consulted on the subject matter of the Joint Motion and, on behalf of their respective clients, expressed non-opposition to the Joint Motion.  Counsel for all parties confirmed that granting the Joint Motion would resolve all issues in this Docket.

4. As concerns the request in the Joint Motion that compliance with the Amended Petition
 will not result in the imposition of civil penalties, the ALJ invited the Petitioners to file a response as the issue of civil penalties was not addressed in the Amended Petition.

5. On August 20, 2012, the Petitioners filed a Response to the Joint Motion in which the Petitioners confirmed that they do not oppose the Joint Motion, including the request to waive Commission Rules 3028, 3030, and 3976,
 and also to clarify that no civil penalties will be imposed for complying with the Amended Petition if granted. 

6. For good cause shown and in the absence of any opposition, the ALJ will grant the request to vacate the evidentiary hearing previously scheduled on November 1, 2012.  The remaining issues raised by the Joint Motion will be addressed in a recommended decision to be issued separately. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:
1. The evidentiary hearing previously scheduled on November 1, 2012, is vacated.

2. This Order is effective immediately.
