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I. statement

1. By Interim Order No. R12-0546-I, issued May 22, 2012, a procedural schedule in this proceeding was adopted as follows: 

Discovery cut-off on direct testimony
September 14, 2012

Answer testimony due
September 14, 2012

Discovery cut-off on answer testimony
October 12, 2012

Rebuttal/cross answer testimony due
October 12, 2012

Date to file settlement agreement
November 9, 2012

Evidentiary hearing
November 15-16, 2012

Closing statements of position due
December 3, 2012

2. A more detailed discovery schedule was also adopted.

3. On August 28, 2012, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) filed an Unopposed Motion to Revise Procedural Schedule and Waiver of Response Time (Motion).  The OCC seeks to revise the procedural schedule by extending the date to file answer testimony from September 14, 2012 to September 21, 2012, and extend the date to file rebuttal/cross-answer testimony from October 12, 2012 to October 19, 2012.  The OCC represents that no party opposes its Motion.

4. Good cause is found to grant the OCC’s Motion.  The date to file answer testimony will be extended to September 21, 2012 and the date to file rebuttal/cross-answer testimony will be extended to October 19, 2012.  The remainder of the procedural schedule remains unchanged.  Because the Motion is unopposed, response time will be waived.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

3. The date to file rebuttal/cross-answer testimony shall be extended to October 19, 2012.
