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I. statement

A. Application
1. On July 2, 2012, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed an Application to Extend Electric and Gas Quality of Service Plans.  Public Service seeks an extension of its electric and gas Quality of Service Plans (QSPs) an additional three years through December 31, 2015.  

2. Intervenors in this docket are Commission Trial Staff (Staff) and the Colorado Energy Consumers (CEC).  

3. On August 20, 2012, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge issued Interim Order No. R12-0986-I which set a pre-hearing conference for September 5, 2012.  The Decision also encouraged the parties to arrive at a procedural schedule prior to the pre-hearing conference.

4. On August 31, 2012, Public Service, Staff, and CEC filed a Joint Motion to Establish Procedural Schedule (Joint Motion).  The Joint Motion proposes a procedural schedule as follows:

Direct testimony due
September 6, 2012

Answer testimony due
November 2, 2012

Rebuttal/cross-answer testimony due
December 14, 2012

Deadline for filing pre-hearing motions

And Stipulations and/or Settlement Agreement
January 18, 2013

Evidentiary hearing 
January 28-29, 2013

Closing Statements of Position due
February 15, 2013

5. Regarding discovery, the parties agree that responses to discovery requests are to be due within ten calendar days.  The last day to propound discovery addressing Public Service’s direct testimony and exhibits is November 2, 2012; the last day to propound discovery related to answer testimony is December 14, 2012; the last day to propound discovery related to rebuttal or cross-answer testimony is January 18, 2013.

6. Because the statutory deadline for the Commission to issue a final decision in this matter is March 13, 2013, Public Service agrees to waive the 210-day statutory deadline pursuant to § 40-6-109.5(3), C.R.S.  In addition, since the current gas and electric QSPs expire on December 31, 2012, Public Service requests that it be authorized to maintain in effect, the current gas and electric QSPs until the issuance of a final order in this matter is effective.  

7. Good cause is found to approve the procedural schedule as proposed by the parties without modification.  In addition, good cause is found to authorize Public Service to continue its current gas and electric QSPs in effect until a final order in this matter is effective.  Response time to the Joint Motion is waived.

8. The pre-hearing conference scheduled for September 5, 2012 is vacated.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Joint Motion to Establish Procedural Schedule (Joint Motion) filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service), Commission Trial Staff, and the Colorado Energy Consumers is granted.

2. The procedural schedule set out above in Paragraph Nos. 4 and 5 is adopted.

3. Public Service is authorized to maintain its current electric and gas Quality of Service Plans in effect until a final Commission Decision becomes effective establishing new Quality of Service Plans.

4. Public Service’s voluntary waiver of the 210-day statutory deadline pursuant to § 40-6-109.5(3), C.R.S., to issue a final decision in this proceeding is noted.

5. Response time to the Joint Motion is waived.

6. The pre-hearing conference scheduled for September 5, 2012 is vacated.
