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I. STATEMENT

1. This docket concerns Civil Penalty Assessment Notice (CPAN) No.97190 104005 issued by Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff) onDecember 29, 2010 June 29, 2012 against Valierie Main, doing business as, Knight's Eye Recovery Solutions24 Hour Towing Denver & Auto, LLC (Respondent). The CPAN assessed a total penalty of $14,822.50 for seven violations of specified provisions of Rules 6007 and 6502 of the Rules 
Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6 and 
§ 40-10.1-401(1)(a), C.R.S., including an additional 10 percent surcharge.
