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I. statement

1. Pursuant to Decision No. R12-0981-I in Docket No. 12A-738BP-Extension issued August 20, 2012, and Decision No. R12-0980-I in Docket No. 12A-742CP-Extension issued August 20, 2012, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) convened a prehearing conference in both dockets on September 6, 2012.  Applicant Amazing Wheels LLC (Amazing Wheels or Applicant), appeared through counsel Mr. Charles Kimball who was accompanied by Mr. Gennadiy Gnatyuk, the person who signed the two subject applications on behalf of Amazing Wheels.  Intervenor Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and Boulder Yellow Cab (Colorado Cab) appeared through its counsel, Mr. Mark Valentine.

2. At the prehearing conference, Mr. Kimball confirmed that he had been retained to represent Applicant in both of the captioned dockets.  He will file an entry of appearance in Docket No. 12A-738BP-Extension.

3. The ALJ inquired of counsel for both parties whether, as suggested in the two Interim Orders referenced above, the captioned dockets were suitable for consolidation pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1402 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure.  Both counsel agreed that, as the parties are identical in both dockets and the substantive issues are similar, the dockets should be consolidated.

4. The ALJ finds good cause to consolidate the dockets as permitted by Rule 1402.  The parties shall make use of the caption as it appears in this Interim Order.  Docket 
No. 12A-738BP-Extension will be the primary docket and all subsequent filings shall be made in that docket. 

5. The ALJ discussed the scheduling of a hearing with counsel for the parties.  Mr. Kimball expressed a desire to delay the hearing date beyond what had been proposed by the ALJ in the initial orders in the two dockets.  Mr. Valentine expressed no objection and proposed hearing dates of November 13 and/or November 14, 2012.  The ALJ is available and the Commission can accommodate a hearing on those dates.  Mr. Kimball estimated that the hearing will occupy two days.

6. The hearing in this consolidated matter will be scheduled to commence on November 13, 2012, and will continue to November 14, 2012, as necessary.  At the conclusion of the evidentiary hearing both parties will be permitted to make oral closing statements in lieu of written statements of position.

7. Mr. Kimball further requested that the deadline for Applicant’s disclosure of witnesses and exhibits pursuant to 4 CCR 723-1-1405(e) be pushed out as far as possible to permit Applicant to identify witnesses to support the applications.  Mr. Valentine expressed no objection to this request.

8. Applicant will be ordered to make its disclosure of witnesses and exhibits in accordance with Rule 1405 on or before October 12, 2012.  Colorado Cab will be ordered to make its disclosure of witnesses and exhibits on or before October 22, 2012.

9. No other modifications to the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure were proposed or approved for this consolidated matter.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Docket No. 12A-738BP-Extension and Docket No. 12A-742CP-Extension are consolidated pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1402.  Docket 
No. 12A-738BP-Extension shall be the primary docket and all subsequent filings shall be made under that docket number.

2. Counsel for Applicant Amazing Wheels, LLC shall make a filing entering his appearance in this consolidated matter on or before September 14, 2012.
