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I. STATEMENT

1. Pursuant to Decision No. R12-0768-I, issued on July 6, 2012, Applicant Eyasu M. Beshe (Applicant) and Intervenor Colorado Cab Company, LLC (Intervenor) were ordered to make certain filings in advance of this Docket proceeding to hearing.
2. On August 13, 2012, Intervenor filed its disclosure of witnesses and exhibits in compliance with the Interim Order referenced above.  Applicant has made no filings since May 9, 2012.
3. On September 10, 2012, Intervenor filed a Motion in Limine and Motion to Dismiss (Motions) based on Applicant’s failure to comply with the procedural requirements spelled out in the Commission’s Rules and the Interim Order issued in this Docket.

4. Typically, non-moving parties are afforded 14 days to file a response to a motion pursuant to Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1400 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure.  Given the substantial amount of time that has passed since the date on which the Commission deemed the application complete in this Docket, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge finds good cause to shorten response time on the Motions filed on September 10, 2012.  Any response from Applicant must be filed on or before September 18, 2012.
II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. Good cause appearing therefor, response time to the Motion in Limine and Motion to Dismiss is shortened to September 18, 2012.
