I. statement

A. Front Range Application

1. On May 23, 2012, Green Mountain Ski Bus, Inc., doing business as Front Range Ski Bus (Front Range) filed an application for authority to extend its existing Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55822 to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for call-and-demand limousine service and charter service between Red Rocks Park and Amphitheater in Morrison, Colorado and all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Denver, and Douglas, Colorado (Front Range Application).  

2. On July 5, 2012, Colorado Jitney, LLC, doing business as Colorado Jitney (Colorado Jitney) filed an Intervention by Right to Permanent Authority Application.  Legal counsel for Colorado Jitney also entered his appearance in this matter.  

3. On May 31, 2012, Colorado Jitney filed an application to extend its 
CPCN PUC No. 55785 to provide call-and-demand limousine and charter service between points in Adams, Arapahoe, Broomfield, Denver, and Jefferson Counties on one hand and Red Rocks Park and Amphitheater on the other hand (Colorado Jitney Application).

4. On July 5, 2012, Front Range filed a Petition to Intervene in this matter.  

5. By Interim Order No.R12-0868-I, issued July 27, 2012, the interventions cited above were granted and the two dockets were consolidated.  

6. On September 13, 2012, Front Range filed a Motion to Declare Witness List and Summaries of Testimony and Exhibit Lists of Colorado Jitney as Inadmissible.  Front Range complains that Colorado Jitney’s witness and exhibit lists filed on September 4, 2012 are not numbered or identified and it is not clear which documents apply to which exhibits.  Front Range also complains that the exhibits do not include dates and references for the source documents.  As a result, Front Range requests that Colorado Jitney’s witness and exhibit lists be found to be inadmissible.  Front Range also requests that response time to its motion be waived.

7. Response time to Front Range’s motion will not be waived.  Certainly Colorado Jitney is entitled to respond to the motion and the allegations contained therein.  Because the evidentiary hearing in this matter is scheduled for September 26 and 27, 2012, response time will be shortened to close of business on September 20, 2012.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the Green Mountain Ski Bus, doing business as Front Range Ski Bus Motion to Declare Witness List and Summaries of Testimony and Exhibit Lists of Colorado Jitney LLC, doing business as Colorado Jitney as Inadmissible is shortened to the close of business on September 20, 2012.

2. This Order is effective immediately.
