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I. STATEMENT

1. On 
May 24, 2012, the Union Pacific Railroad Company (Union Pacific) filed the above-captioned application. 
2. By Decision No. R12-0957-I, issued August 17, 2012, this matter was stayed pending further orders, at the request of Union Pacific.

3. On September 20, 2012, Union Pacific filed its Motion to Lift Stay to Allow Union Pacific to File an Amended Application and Request for Waiver of Response Time.  While the parties continue efforts to more comprehensively resolve their differences, Union Pacific requests that the stay be lifted so that the simultaneously-filed amended application may be considered.

4. Union Pacific seeks to amend the application only to address the building of an additional industry track across the crossing at Ulster Street. Because timing of construction is critical to other portions of the overall intended improvements, all other design elements in the original application have been removed from this Amended Application and the exhibits have been adjusted accordingly.  Based upon the nature of the amendment, the request is restrictive in nature.  Thus, no further notice is required.  
5. The Regional Transportation District and the City and County of Denver have no objection to the requested relief.

6. The Commission gave notice of the application to all interested parties, including adjacent property owners, in accordance with § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S.  It is found that the requested amendments are within the scope of the notice provided in this docket and that no further notice is required.

7. Based upon good cause shown for the unopposed request, the motion will be granted, the stay will be lifted, and the Amended Application simultaneously filed therewith will be accepted.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the Motion to Lift Stay to Allow Union Pacific to File an Amended Application and Request for Waiver of Response Time is waived and the request is granted.

2. The stay of this proceeding is lifted.

3. The Application is amended as set forth in the Second Amended Application of Union Pacific Railroad Company filed on September 20, 2012. 

4. This Order is effective immediately.
