I. STATEMENT  

1. Decision No. C10-1359, issued on December 21, 2010, is the Formal Complaint and Notice of Proceeding that commenced this docket.  In that Order, inter alia, the Commission referred this case to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

2. The Respondent in this matter is Paul H. Epler (Epler or Respondent).  Mr. Epler is representing himself.  

3. On January 21, 2011, Staff of the Commission (Staff) filed its Entry of Appearance and Notice Pursuant to Rule 1007(a).  Staff is represented by counsel.  

4. Staff and Respondent, collectively, are the Parties.  

5. The procedural history of this proceeding is set out in previous Orders.  

6. On June 18, 2012, Staff filed its List of Witnesses and copies of exhibits.  

7. On July 3, 2012, Epler filed his List of Witnesses and copies of exhibits.  

8. Pursuant to Decision No. R12-0769-I,
 the evidentiary hearing is scheduled to be held on September 28, 2012.  

9. By electronic mail dated September 25, 2012, the Parties informed the ALJ that they have reached an agreement in principle on a full settlement of this matter; requested that the evidentiary hearing be vacated; and stated that they will file the settlement agreement the week of October 1, 2012.  

10. The ALJ finds good cause to grant the request to vacate the hearing and will vacate the September 28, 2012 hearing date.  In addition, the ALJ will order the Parties to file, no later than October 5, 2012, the settlement agreement.  

11. The Parties are advised, and are on notice, that failure to file the settlement agreement by the date ordered will result in the ALJ’s scheduling a new hearing date without input from the Parties.  

II. ORDER  

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The evidentiary hearing schedule for September 28, 2012 is vacated.  

2. No later than October 5, 2012, the Parties shall file their settlement agreement.  

3. The Parties shall be held to the advisements in Orders issued in this docket.  

4. This Order is effective immediately.
