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I. statement

1. Pursuant to Decision No. R12-1078-I, issued on September 13, 2012, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) re-opened the evidentiary record and scheduled a further hearing in this matter on September 28, 2012.

2. The ALJ advised counsel for Petitioner Lynnea Dawn Graves and Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff) that Petitioner could file additional information related to Petitioner’s qualifications as a driver.  The ALJ also instructed the parties that Petitioner’s filing could be admitted as evidence on the condition that Staff stipulates to its admissibility and waive 
cross-examination as to the filing.  If these procedures were followed, the further evidentiary hearing could be vacated.

3. On September 25, 2012, counsel for Petitioner made a filing entitled Additional Information.  While this filing indicated service on counsel for Staff, it did not reflect the stipulation referenced in the previous paragraph.

4. On September 27, 2012, the ALJ communicated with both counsel via email acknowledging Petitioner’s filing, but confirming that the hearing on September 28, 2012, would go forward as scheduled unless counsel for Staff contacted the Commission to provide the assent spelled out in Decision No. R12-1078-I.

5. At approximately 10:00 a.m. on September 27, 2012, both counsel initiated a telephone conference with the ALJ.  Counsel for Staff stipulated to the admissibility of Petitioner’s Additional Information and waived cross-examination.  Both counsel requested that the hearing on September 28, 2012, be vacated.

6. On the basis of Petitioner’s offer and Staff’s stipulation, the ALJ will admit the Additional Information filed on September 25, 2012, as Confidential Hearing Exhibit No. 3.

7. Good cause appearing therefor, the ALJ will vacate the hearing previously scheduled for September 28, 2012, and close the evidentiary record in this Docket.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The contents of the Additional Information filed by Petitioner on September 25, 2012, are admitted as Confidential Hearing Exhibit No. 3 by stipulation of counsel.

2. The hearing previously scheduled for September 28, 2012, is vacated.

3. The evidentiary record in this Docket is closed.

4. This Order is effective immediately.
