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I. STATEMENT  

1. On August 31, 2012, the Colorado Association of Home Builders and the Housing and Business Association of Colorado Springs (collectively, Complainants) filed a formal Complaint against Qwest Corporation, doing business as CenturyLink QC (Respondent).  That filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. Complainants and Respondent, collectively, are the Parties.  
3. On September 5, 2012, the Commission issued its Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing.  On September 27, 2012, Decision No. R12-1127-I vacated that hearing date.  

4. On September 5, 2012, the Commission referred this docket to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

5. On September 5, 2012, the Commission issued to Respondent an Order to Satisfy or Answer.  

6. On September 25, 2012, Respondent filed (in one document) a Motion to Dismiss or, in the Alternative, Answer of Qwest Corporation dba CenturyLink QC and Request for Procedural Order and Mediation.  By Decision No. R12-1127-I, the ALJ addressed a portion of the September 25, 2012 filing and took the remainder under advisement.  

7. Pursuant to Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1400,
 Complainants have 14 days from the date of service within which to respond to the Motion to Dismiss or, in the Alternative, Request for Procedural Order.  At present, Complainants’ response is due no later than October 9, 2012.  

8. On October 5, 2012, Complainants filed a Motion for an Eight-Day Extension of Time to File Response to Motion to Dismiss (Motion).  In that filing, Complainants state that they need additional time within which to file their response and represent, in ¶ 5, that “Respondent does not object to the relief requested” in the Motion.  
9. The ALJ finds that a waiver of response time to the Motion is appropriate because, as the Motion is unopposed, no party will be prejudiced if response time is waived.  

10. The ALJ finds that the Motion states good cause.  In addition, the ALJ finds that granting the unopposed Motion will not prejudice any party.  The ALJ will grant the Motion and, by this Order, will extend, to and including October 17, 2012, the time within which Complainants are to file their response to the Motion to Dismiss or, in the Alternative, Request for Procedural Order.  

11. By electronic mail sent on October 5, 2012, the ALJ informed the Parties of her ruling on the Motion.  
II. ORDER  

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Motion for an Eight-Day Extension of Time to File Response to Motion to Dismiss is granted.  

2. No later than October 17, 2012, the Colorado Association of Home Builders and the Housing and Business Association of Colorado Springs shall file their response to the Motion to Dismiss or, in the Alternative, Request for Procedural Order.  

3. Response time to the Motion for an Eight-Day Extension of Time to File Response to Motion to Dismiss is waived.  

4. This Order is effective immediately.
