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I. statement

1. Pursuant to Decision No. R12-0914-I, issued August 7, 2012, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) established a procedural schedule in this Docket, including an evidentiary hearing to be convened on October 12, 2012.

2. On September 17, 2012, the ALJ modified the procedural schedule to permit the parties to focus their attention on settlement discussions then represented to be under way.  Decision No. R12-1087-I.  The modified procedural schedule left the hearing date intact.

3. On Friday, October 5, 2012, the ALJ sent an email inquiry to all counsel seeking to ascertain the status of settlement negotiations and whether the parties were prepared to go forward with the evidentiary hearing on October 12, 2012.

4. Later on October 5, 2012, Counsel for Applicant Budget Prepay, Inc., responded “on behalf of the parties” that a stipulation was expected to be filed during the week of October 8, 2012, and that as a result, “vacating the procedural schedule will be fine.”

5. The ALJ will treat this correspondence as an unopposed motion to vacate the procedural schedule.  Because counsel responded on behalf of all of the parties and given the impending hearing date, the ALJ will waive the response time typically afforded by 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1400, of the Rules of Practice and Procedure.

6. The ALJ finds that the motion to vacate the procedural schedule is supported by good cause in that the parties are actively involved in settlement negotiations and expect to file a stipulation shortly.

7. The motion to vacate the procedural schedule, including the hearing on October 12, 2012, will be granted.
II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the motion of Applicant Budget Prepay, Inc., to vacate the procedural schedule is waived.  
2. The motion to vacate the procedural schedule, including the hearing previously scheduled on October, 12, 2012, is granted.
3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
