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I. STATEMENT

1. On 
July 18, 2012, the Union Pacific Railroad Company (Union Pacific) filed the above-captioned application. 
2. On October 1, 2012, the Motion to Waive Statutory Time Limits and to Stay Proceedings was filed by Union Pacific.  Union Pacific requests a stay of the proceeding so that the proposed modifications may be considered with modifications anticipated to be requested by the Regional Transportation District.  In order to accommodate the stay, Union Pacific waived the applicable statutory period.

3. By Decision No. R12-1120-I, issued September 25, 2012, a prehearing conference was scheduled in this matter.  At the scheduled time and place, the prehearing conference was convened.  Union Pacific, the City and County of Denver, and the Regional Transportation District appeared and participated in the prehearing conference through counsel.

4. No party objected to shortening response time to Union Pacific’s motion to the time of the prehearing conference.  

5. No response was filed to the motion and no oral response was stated at the prehearing conference.

6. Based upon good cause shown for the unopposed request, the waiver is acknowledged and the request is granted.

7. The proceeding will be stayed pending further order.  Any party may request further proceedings.  The undersigned will monitor the proceeding as well.  Consolidation of proceedings may be addressed by separate order as well. 

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to Union Pacific Railroad Company’s Motion to Waive Statutory Time Limits and to Stay Proceedings filed on October 1, 2012, is shortened to the time of the prehearing conference held in this matter.

2. Good cause shown for the unopposed request, the waiver of the applicable statutory period is acknowledged and the motion will be granted.  

3. This proceeding is stayed pending further order.

4. This Order is effective immediately.
