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I. statement

1. The captioned proceeding was initiated on August 29, 2012, with the filing of an application including exhibits by Boomerang Wireless LLC (Boomerang) with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission).  The application seeks Commission designation of Boomerang as an Eligible Telecommunications Carrier in the State of Colorado and Commission waiver of certain Rules Regulating Telecommunications Providers, Services, and Products (4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2).

2. The Commission gave notice of the application on August 30, 2012.

3. A timely intervention was filed in this matter by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) on September 6, 2012.

4. A timely intervention was filed in this matter by the Trial Staff of the Commission (Staff) on September 12, 2012.  Both OCC and Staff have requested a hearing.
5. On October 3, 2012, the application was deemed complete and referred to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) by minute order of the Commission.

6. As this matter is contested, it will be set for hearing.  Additionally, a procedural schedule will be established for filing of written testimony, exchange of proposed exhibits, and service of any prehearing motions.

7. Based on the date on which the application was deemed complete by the Commission, a hearing in this matter will need to be completed by January 18, 2013.  The ALJ advises the parties that he is available and that the Commission can accommodate a hearing during the week of January 14 through 18, 2013.
8. The ALJ directs counsel for the parties to confer and propose a mutually acceptable prehearing schedule and date for the evidentiary hearing.  The proposal shall be communicated to the Commission no later than October 26, 2012.  If the proposal is satisfactory to the Commission, it will be confirmed in a subsequent Interim Order.

9. The parties shall also agree upon a date for a prehearing procedural conference to be conducted during the week of November 5 through 9, 2012.  This date should also be communicated to the ALJ on or before October 26, 2012.  In the event any prehearing issues are not resolved by counsel in the course of their discussions, those matters will be taken up at the procedural conference.  Alternatively, if the parties’ proposed schedule is accepted and leaves no issues unresolved, then the prehearing conference will be vacated.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The interventions as of right timely filed by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel and Trial Staff of the Commission are acknowledged.

2. The parties shall confer and advise the Commission of a proposed procedural schedule no later than October 26, 2012.  The parties shall also agree upon a date for a prehearing procedural conference to be conducted during the week of November 5 through 9, 2012 on or before October 26, 2012.
3. The Administrative Law Judge will review the proposed schedule and issue an Interim Order that either accepts the proposal or confirms the prehearing procedural conference.  If the proposed schedule is accepted, then the procedural conference will be vacated.

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
