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I. statement

1. By Interim Order No. R12-1113-I, issued September 25, 2012, an evidentiary hearing was scheduled in this matter for October 25, 2012.

2. On September 28, 2012, Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff) filed a Motion to Vacate Hearing and Reschedule Date.  Staff seeks to reset the hearing date due to the unavailability of witness Mr. Tony Cummings on the date of October 25, 2012.  

3. The motion was served on Mr. Danford Eldridge (Petitioner) via U.S. mail on September 28, 2012.  Response to the motion was due on or before October 12, 2012.  
4.
