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I. STATEMENT
1. On 
September 5, 2012, Fred J & Associates, a Colorado Corporation

The matter was referred to an Administrative Law Judge for resolution by minute entry during the Commission’s Weekly Meeting held 
October 17, 2012

2. The Commission gave notice of the application on 
September 10, 2012.  As originally noticed, the application sought the following authority:

to operate as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 
passengers 
between all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Denver, Douglas, and Weld, State of Colorado.  
RESTRICTIONS:   This application is restricted:
(a)
to the transportation of passengers who are recipients of Medicaid; and 
(b)
to providing Non-Medical Transportation (NMT) services for the Colorado Department of Health Care Policy and Financing, 1570 Grant Street, Denver, Colorado 80203.
3. Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab and Boulder Yellow Cab; Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc., doing business as Yellow Cab of Northern Colorado and/or Yellow Cab NOCO; and Colorado Springs Transportation LLC timely intervened of right.

4. On October 30, 2012, the Restrictive Amendment to Application was filed by Fred J & Associates. It states in its entirety:  “I wish to amend my application and remove Boulder, Douglas and Weld Counties from the list of counties that I am seeking authority in. The list of counties now is Adams, Araphoe[sic] and Denver.”  The amendment is signed by Fred J. Morka, Fred J. and Associates and is dated October 28, 2012.

5. However, Applicant failed to demonstrate that a copy of the pleading was served in accordance with Rule 1205 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.

6. Because the entirety of the Restrictive Amendment to Application is included in paragraph 4 above, Rule 1205 will be waived for service of the Restrictive Amendment to Application.  Response time to the Restrictive Amendment to Application will be established as seven days following service of this Decision.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:
1. Rule 1205 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1 requiring service of the Restrictive Amendment to Application is waived.

2. Response time to the Restrictive Amendment to Application filed by Fred J & Associates, a Colorado corporation, as restated in its entirety in paragraph I.4. above, is shortened to seven days.

3. Any party desiring to file a response to the Restrictive Amendment to Application shall do so on or before seven days following service of this Decision.

4. This Order is effective immediately.
