I. statement

1. Pursuant to Decision No. R12-1182-I, issued on October 12, 2012, a hearing was scheduled in this consolidated matter on November 8, 2012.

2. On November 7, 2012, Kula, Speeds, and Hank doing business as Macbusn’ (Applicant/Petitioner), filed a Joint Motion to Continue the hearing (Motion).  In the Motion, Applicant/Petitioner represents that negotiations have been initiated with Intervenors Shamrock Taxi of Ft. Collins, Inc. and Shamrock Charters, Inc., that may result in the resolution of issues present in this consolidated proceeding.  The parties request that the hearing be postponed until December 11, 2012, so that the settlement communications can continue.

3. Applicant/Petitioner did not request that response time to the Motion be waived as permitted by 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1400, Rules of Practice and Procedure.  However, as the Motion is unopposed by Intervenors and the hearing in this matter is scheduled for November 8, 2012, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) will waive response time.

4. The ALJ finds good cause to grant the Motion in part to permit further settlement discussions.  The hearing previously scheduled for November 8, 2012, will be vacated. Future proceedings, including a rescheduled date for the hearing, will be the subject of a subsequent interim order.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time on the Joint Motion to Continue (Motion) filed on November 7, 2012, by Kula, Speeds, and Hank, doing business as Macbusn’ is waived.

2. For good cause shown and in the absence of any objection, the Motion is granted in part.

3. The hearing previously scheduled for November 8, 2012, is vacated.

4. A separate interim order will be issued to clarify future proceedings in this Docket, including a rescheduled date for a hearing.

5. This Order shall be effective immediately.
