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I. statement

1. By Interim Order No. R12-1137-I issued October 1, 2012 (and R12-1137-I-E errata issued October 4, 2012), a procedural schedule was adopted in this matter which among other things, set an evidentiary hearing for December 6, 2012.

2. On November 1, 2012, Commission Trial Staff (Staff) filed a Joint Motion to Amend Procedural Schedule and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Motion).  According to the Motion, the parties to this proceeding request that the procedural schedule previously adopted be amended.  The parties state that they are engaged in settlement negotiations and have reached a settlement in principle in this matter.  

3. The parties anticipate filing a settlement agreement on or about November 16, 2012.  If a final settlement agreement is not reached, the parties propose filing for a new procedural schedule by November 16, 2012 or seek an extension of time to file a settlement agreement if necessary.  The Motion, requests that the December 6, 2012 evidentiary hearing date be reserved in the event a hearing on the anticipated settlement agreement is required (this date was confirmed by a subsequent filing by Staff).  

4. In the event the parties do not resolve the issues here by settlement agreement by November 16, 2012, the parties state that Blue Jay Wireless, LLC agrees it will file on that date, a waiver of the statutory timeframe as necessary to meet the proposed agreed upon procedural schedule.

5. Good cause is found to grant the Motion and stay the procedural dates for filing answer testimony, rebuttal/cross-answer testimony, and corrected testimony and exhibits previously adopted until at least November 16, 2012.  The date for an evidentiary hearing of December 6, 2012 will remain in the event the parties reach a settlement agreement and will be reserved for questions regarding the terms of such an agreement.  Response time to the Motion will be waived.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Joint Motion to Amend Procedural Schedule and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Joint Motion) is granted.

2. The procedural schedule adopted in Interim Order No. R12-1137-I (and 
R12-1137-I-E errata) is stayed.

3. The evidentiary hearing scheduled for December 6, 2012 shall remain the same in the event the parties reach a settlement agreement in this matter.

4. A stipulation and/or settlement agreement that resolves all issues in this matter or a pleading seeking an extension of time to file such an agreement shall be filed no later than November 16, 2012.

5. Should the parties determine that no settlement agreement is possible, the parties shall file a proposed, revised procedural schedule no later than November 16, 2012.

6. Response time to the Joint Motion is waived.

7. This Order is effective immediately.
