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I. statement

1. By Interim Decision No. R12-1137-I (and R12-1137-I-E errata), a procedural schedule was adopted in this matter which among other things, set an evidentiary hearing for December 6, 2012.

2. By Interim Decision No. R12-1310-I, issued on November 8, 2012, a joint motion was granted which stayed the procedural schedule adopted in this proceeding by Interim Decision No. R12-1137-I in order to allow the parties additional time in which to negotiate the terms of a settlement agreement.  The parties stated that they anticipated filing a settlement agreement on or about November 16, 2012.  If a final settlement agreement is not reached, the parties proposed filing for a new procedural schedule by November 16, 2012 or seek an extension of time to file a settlement agreement if necessary.  The December 6, 2012 evidentiary hearing date was reserved in the event a hearing on the anticipated settlement agreement was required.  
3. On November 16, 2012, the parties filed a Joint Motion to Extend Deadline to File a Stipulation and Settlement Agreement and Request for Waiver of Response Time.  The parties represent that they have exchanged settlement documents that address all issues in this proceeding and all but a few issues have been resolved by the proposed terms.  The parties anticipate that a stipulation and settlement agreement can be finalized and filed with the Commission by November 21, 2012.  On that date, in addition to the proposed stipulation and settlement agreement, the parties anticipate filing an amended procedural schedule, and Blue Jay will file a waiver of the statutory timeframe to accommodate the proposed procedural schedule.  The December 6, 2012 evidentiary hearing date is requested to remain reserved in the event a hearing on the terms of the settlement agreement is required.
4. Since all parties to this proceeding join in the motion, waiver of the response time is requested.
5. Good cause is found to grant the relief requested by the joint parties.  The deadline for filing a stipulation and settlement agreement is extended to November 21, 2012.  Response time to the joint motion is waived.
II. ORDER

A. It is Ordered That:

1. The Joint Motion to Extend Deadline to File Stipulation and Settlement Agreement and Request for Waiver of Response Time is granted.
2. The deadline to file a stipulation and settlement agreement is extended to November 21, 2012.
3. The evidentiary hearing scheduled for December 6, 2012 shall remain in the event the parties reach a settlement agreement in this matter.

4. A stipulation and/or settlement agreement that resolves all issues in this matter shall be filed no later than November 21, 2012.

5. Response time to the Joint Motion is waived.

6. This Order is effective immediately.
