I. statement

1. On November 8, 2012, the Verified Motion for Pro Hac Vice Admission was filed to request admission of Elizabeth Ferrell, Esq. on a pro hac vice basis for the purpose of this proceeding (Verified Motion). No party will be prejudiced by the granting of the Verified Motion, and the Verified Motion will be granted.
