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I. STATEMENT  
1. On October 17, 2012, Golden West Airport Shuttle, LLC, doing business as GoldenWest Airport Shuttle (Applicant), filed an Application to Extend Authority under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55789.  That filing commenced this docket.  

2. On October 24, October 31, November 6, and November 14, 2012, Applicant supplemented the October 17, 2012 filing.
  Unless the context indicates otherwise, reference in this Order to the Application is to the October 17, 2012 filing as supplemented on October 24, October 31, November 6, and November 14, 2012.  

3. On November 28, 2012, by Minute Order, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  
4. The procedural history of this proceeding is set out in another Order issued in this proceeding and will not be repeated here.  

5. On November 21, 2012, as pertinent here, Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab (Colorado Cab), and SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. (SuperShuttle), jointly filed (in one document) their Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention by Right, Alternative Motion for Permissive Intervention, Opposition to Application, and Request for Hearing, and to Dismiss or Deny Application.  These intervenors are parties in this docket.  
6. This Order addresses only the Request to Dismiss or Deny Application (Request) jointly filed by Colorado Cab and by SuperShuttle.  

7. Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1400
 governs motions filed in proceedings before the Commission.  As pertinent here, that Rule states:  “any motion involving a contested issue of law shall be supported by a recitation of legal authority incorporated into the motion.  …  A motion to dismiss may be made in accordance with rule 12 of the Colorado Rules of Civil Procedure.”  (Emphasis supplied.)  

8. The November 21, 2012 filing at ¶ 9 and at the prayer for relief at 5 asks that the Application be dismissed for the reasons stated in the filing.  The Request is not captioned or stated as a motion to dismiss and contains no citation to legal authority in support of the relief sought.  In addition, if the Request is based on Colorado Rule of Civil Procedure (Colo.R.Civ.P.) 12, the Request does not identify the provision or provisions of Colo.R.Civ.P. 12 on which the Request rests.  

9. Based on the foregoing, the ALJ finds that the Request jointly filed by Colorado Cab and SuperShuttle is not a motion to dismiss.  No response to the Request need be filed.  If a party wishes to seek dismissal of the Application, an appropriate motion may be filed.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Request to Dismiss or Deny Application jointly filed on November 21, 2012 by Colorado Cab Company LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab, and SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc., is not a motion to dismiss; and, thus, no response is required.  

2. This Order is effective immediately.
