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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On December 13, 2012, Amazing Wheels, LLC (Amazing Wheels), filed Advice Letter No. 4 and Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 4.  The proposed effective date of Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 4 is January 13, 2013.

B. Findings of Fact

2. Amazing Wheels may, under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55798, provide call-and-demand limousine service between points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson.

3. Amazing Wheels may, under Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9937, transport passengers between points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson.  Amazing Wheels is restricted by Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9937 to the transportation of passengers who are clients of Medicaid.

4. Amazing Wheels, in Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 4, proposes to 
increase certain of the fares for the call-and-demand limousine service authorized by 
CPCN PUC No. 55798.  Amazing Wheels, in Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 4, also proposes to increase the fares for passengers who are clients of Medicaid as authorized by Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9937.

5. Rule 6207(i) of the Rules Regulating Transportation by Motor Vehicle, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-6 requires that a common carrier proposing an amended tariff provide appropriate notice to the public.

6. Specifically, Rule 6207(i)(I) states:

The common carrier shall post notice of its proposed tariff amendment, concurrently with the filing of the proposed amendment with the Commission.  Notice shall be posted in a prominent public place in each terminal facility and office of the common carrier.  Additionally it must be posted on the carrier’s website and in the passenger compartment of each motor vehicle used in the transportation of passengers affected by the proposed amendment.  The notice shall remain posted for a minimum of 20 days from the date filed with the Commission.

7. Rule 6207(i)(II) requires that the notice include information regarding the proposed tariff changes, the proposed effective date, a statement that a written objection may be filed with the Commission, and that the objection must be filed with the Commission at least ten days prior to the proposed effective date.  The notice must also provide the Commission’s address and website where an objection may be filed.

8. As of January 8, 2013, Amazing Wheels had not provided any verification to the Commission that the required notice has been placed on its website, or in its office and vehicles.

C. Conclusions

9. Being fully advised of the matter, we will reject Amazing Wheels’ Advice Letter No. 4 and the accompanying tariff.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Advice Letter No. 4 and Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 4, filed on December 13, 2012, by Amazing Wheels, LLC, are rejected.

2. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114, C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the effective date of this Order.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
