I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On December 14, 2012, Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company, LP (Black Hills or Company) filed a Verified Application with the Commission requesting an order authorizing it to add a new sheet to the Company’s electric tariff to supply high efficiency street and area lighting for public and municipal use, without a formal hearing and on 
less-than-statutory notice. The proposed tariffs are to go into effect on January 14, 2013.  The application contains all materials required by the Commission’s rules, and is therefore deemed complete.

2. Black Hills is engaged in generating, selling, and distributing electric energy and power to its customers in those areas in Colorado certificated to it by the Commission for domestic, mechanical, or public uses and is a public utility subject to the jurisdiction of the Commission, pursuant to § 40-1-103, C.R.S.

3. The proposed tariffs are attached to the application and affect Black Hills’ customers in its Colorado certified areas on file with the Commission.

4. Black Hills requests that the Commission issue an order approving the proposed changes on less than 30 days’ notice so that it may place the requested addition into effect starting with meter readings on January 14, 2013.  Black Hills filed all supporting work papers for this application as required to assist the Commission and Commission Staff

5. Black Hills has read and agrees to abide by, the provisions of 
subparagraphs (b)(IV) through (VI) of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-3002 of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Electric Utilities.

6. Pursuant to Rule 3002(d), 4 CCR 723-3, the filing of this application was brought to the attention of Black Hills’ affected customers within three days after the filing of this application by publication in The Pueblo Chieftain, a newspaper of general circulation in the areas affected.

7. Good cause exists to allow the proposed changes on less-than-statutory-notice.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by Black Hills/Colorado Electric Utility Company, LP (Black Hills) is deemed complete.

2. The application filed by Black Hills for authority to add the tariffs contained in new Sheet 44a of the Colorado P.U.C. No. 8 – Electric Tariff on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

3. Black Hills is authorized to file, on less than one day’s notice, the tariffs attached as Appendix A and made a part of this Order.  These tariffs shall be effective for actual street lighting on and after their effective date of January 14, 2013.

4. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114, C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the effective date of this Order.
5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
