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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Motion for Extension of Time to File Response to Exceptions and Waive Response Time (Motion), filed by Commission Staff (Staff), through counsel, on January 11, 2013.  

2. By way of background, Administrative Law Judge Robert I. Garvey issued Decision No. R12-1430 (Recommended Decision) on December 12, 2012.  The Recommended Decision assessed a civil penalty of $13,612.50 against Robert Place (Respondent) for the three violations contained in Civil Penalty Assessment Notice No. 103836.  On January 2, 2013, Respondent filed Exceptions to the Recommended Decision.

3. Staff’s Response to the Exceptions is due on January 16, 2013.  In the Motion, Staff requests an extension of time through January 30, 2013, to file a Response to the Exceptions, and requests that response time to the Motion be waived. Staff states in the Motion that Staff needs additional time because the Office of the Attorney General is relocating the weekend of January 18, 2013, and Staff’s Counsel is therefore required to spend much of the time preparing for the move. 

4. Staff states that Respondent will not be prejudiced by granting the Motion or waiving response time because Respondent has already had an opportunity to present his case at hearing and has already filed his Exceptions. 

5. Given the above circumstances, we find good cause to grant an extension of time for Staff to file a Response to Exceptions and to waive response time to the Motion.  Staff may file a Response to the Exceptions no later than January 30, 2013.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:


1.
The Motion for Extension of Time to File Response to Exceptions and Request to Waive Response Time (Motion), filed by Commission Staff (Staff) on January 11, 2013 is granted.

Staff may file a Response to Exceptions no later than January 30, 2013.  Response time to Staff’s Motion is waived.
