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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Motion to withdraw Docket No. 13L-0036CP filed on January 28, 2013, by Casino Transportation, Inc. (Casino Transportation).

2. Casino Transportation, under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 48419, may provide scheduled service between points in the metropolitan Denver, Colorado area, on the one hand, and casinos in Black Hawk and Central City, Colorado, on the other hand.
3. On January 15, 2013, Casino Transportation filed an application for authority to publish changes in the form of revised pages to Passenger Time Schedule No. 21 and Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 10, to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

4. In the Motion to withdraw Docket No. 13L-0036CP filed on January 28, 2013, Mr. Craig Caldwell, the president of Casino Transportation, states:
Ramblin Express, Inc. currently operates scheduled service within the authorized territories, under PUC Certificate L48419 as leased from Casino Transportation, Inc. (subject to encumbrances, if any), as granted by the PUC under Docket No. 12A-715CP-Lease;
 Decision No. C12-0935.

The term of the lease, as originally filed, was for a period of approximately five years, ending at midnight on June 30, 2017. Subsequently, Decision 
No. C12-1381
 granted the motion to re-open Docket No. 12A-715CP and to change the term of the lease to approximately 3:30am on January 22, 2013 ...

Ramblin Express, along with Casino Transportation, Inc. (CTI), requested that Docket No. 12A-715CP
 be re-opened again, thus giving notification of another change in the term of the lease.  Ramblin Express and CTI met on the morning of January 17, 2013, agreeing to a continuation of the lease of Certificate L48419 from CTI to Ramblin Express.  As a result, the original lease was reinstated, with the original termination date intact; through Midnight on June 30, 2017.

We are therefore, asking that the tariff and time schedule change application filed electronically on January 15, 2013, be withdrawn.

5. The Commission finds that Casino Transportation has shown good cause for the withdrawal of Docket No. 13L-0036CP.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion to withdraw Docket No. 13L-0036CP filed on January 28, 2013, by Casino Transportation, Inc. is granted.
2. Docket No. 13L-0036CP is closed.
3. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails this Order.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.

B. ADOPTED IN COMMISSIONERS’ WEEKLY MEETING
January 30, 2013.
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� Casino Transportation, on June 22, 2012, filed an application for approval to lease Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 48419 to Ramblin’ Express, Inc., doing business as Rocky Mountain Limousine, Inc. (Ramblin’ Express).  The lease was for the period from July 9, 2012 through June 30, 2017.  The application for approval to lease CPCN PUC No. 48419 to Ramblin' Express from July 9, 2012 through June 30, 2017, was granted by Decision No. C12-0935 on August 10, 2012.


� On November 9, 2012, Ramblin' Express filed a Motion to Re-open Docket No. 12A-715CP and to Change the Term of the Lease.  In this motion, Ramblin’ Express requested that the expiration date of the lease be changed from June 30, 2017, to January 22, 2013.  The motion was granted by Decision No. C12-1381 on November 30, 2012.


� On January 18, 2013, Ramblin' Express and Casino Transportation filed a Motion to Re-open Docket No. 12A-715CP and to Change the Term of the Lease.  In this motion, Ramblin’ Express and Casino Transportation requested that the expiration date of the lease be returned to June 30, 2017.  The motion was granted by Decision No. C13-0128 on January 29, 2013.
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
