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I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. On December 12, 2012, James Smith, doing business as Greeley Courier (Petitioner), filed a Petition for Waiver/Variance of Common/Contract Carrier Rules.  An amendment to the petition was filed on December 24, 2012.  

2. The Commission noticed this petition to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on December 17, 2012.
3. On January 16, 2013, Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc., doing business as Yellow Cab of Northern Colorado and/or Yellow Cab NOCO, filed an entry of appearance, notice of intervention by right, alternative motion for permissive intervention, motion to consolidate, and request for a hearing.

4. On January 18, 2013, Petitioner filed a letter stating that he would like to withdraw the petition.
5. Pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1309(d), Rules of Practice and Procedure, a party may withdraw a petition upon notification to the Commission and all parties prior to 45 days before the first day of hearing.  No hearing has been set in this proceeding.  Thus, the Commission finds that good cause exists for withdrawal of the petition.
II. ORDER
A. The Commission Orders That:
1. The request of James Smith, doing business as Greeley Courier, to withdraw his Petition for Waiver/Variance of Common/Contract Carrier Rules is granted.
2. The Notice of Intervention by Right, Alternative Motion for Permissive Intervention, Motion to Consolidate, and Request for a Hearing filed by Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc., doing business as Yellow Cab of Northern Colorado and/or Yellow Cab NOCO, is denied as moot.
3. This Docket is closed.
4. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Mailed Date of this Order.
