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I. by the commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a response (Response) filed by the City of Lakewood (Lakewood) on January 17, 2013 to the Motion to Permit Amendment of Application and to Amend Commission’s Decision in this Matter (Motion) filed by the Regional Transportation District (RTD) on December 20, 2012.  By its Motion, RTD requested authority to amend its Application in this matter to make changes to improvements at the Carr Street crossing previously approved by the Commission by Decision No. C12-0889 issued August 6, 2012.

2. In its Response, Lakewood contends that under RTD’s proposal, if a pedestrian walks in the opposite direction of vehicle flow and if swing gates are not provided, the lack of swing gates may cause a pedestrian to become trapped with the vehicle entrance gate.  Lakewood also states that RTD has agreed to consider Lakewood’s concerns and has agreed to provide Lakewood with a written response containing the alternatives.  Until such time, Lakewood does not believe the amended application should be approved as the safety concerns would not be alleviated.

3. With the West Corridor scheduled to open on April 26, 2013, we intend to make a determination on the pending Motion so that our decision can be implemented prior to the opening of the West Corridor to revenue service.

4. To make sure that this matter is being addressed quickly, we will require RTD and Lakewood to file a joint status report providing information on what discussions have occurred and providing the date by which this issue will be resolved between the parties and ready for a Commission Decision.  We will require RTD and Lakewood to file this joint status report by February 20, 2013.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Regional Transportation District and the City of Lakewood are required to file a joint status report providing the Commission with information on what discussions have occurred and providing the date by which this issue will be resolved between the parties by February 20, 2013.

2. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further orders as necessary.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
