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I. by the commission

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a Request for Extension of Time to File Signed Copy of the Construction and Maintenance Agreement (Request) filed by the City of Arvada (Arvada) on January 28, 2013, requesting an extension to April 30, 2013 to file a signed Construction and Maintenance Agreement in this matter.  

2. On January 14, 2013, Arvada filed a letter informing the Commission that it was Arvada’s understanding a Construction and Maintenance Agreement for the sidewalk additions was not necessary, and that no additional paperwork would be filed.

3. On January 28, 2013, Arvada filed its Request asking for an additional 90 days until April 30, 2013 to file the signed Construction and Maintenance Agreement.

4. As grounds, Arvada states that they were previously misinformed that a Construction and Maintenance Agreement would not be required in this matter, and thus filed the January 14, 2013 letter stating such to the Commission.

5. On January 30, 2013, Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR) filed a Reply Regarding the Need for a Construction and Maintenance Agreement.  UPRR does not object to the requested April 30, 2013 extension date.

6. Now being fully advised in the matter, we grant the Request.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The City of Arvada’s Request for Extension of Time to File Signed Copy of the Construction and Maintenance Agreement filed on January 28, 2013, requesting an extension to April 30, 2013 to file a signed Construction and Maintenance Agreement in this matter is granted.

2. The Commission retains jurisdiction to enter further orders as necessary.
